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| Aiming for Fairtrade Town status

» About 20 people came along on 24th February for an inaugural meeting of the Fairtrade Bonnyrigg,
Lasswade and Poltonhall steering group. Amongst those present were representatives from
Lasswade High School and all the primary schools in the area, as well as St Leonard’s Episcopal

Wlllell  Church, which has been a Fairtrade church for about three years.

The group has the full backing of both Bonnyrigg & Lasswade and Poltonhall & District community

councils as well as Lasswade District Civic Society, and is working alongside Fair Trade Midlothian, which is aiming to achieve
zone status for the whole of Midlothian.

Chair of the steering group, Ian Baxter, and local resident and chair of the Scottish Fair
Trade Forum Martin Meteyard, have just completed a tour of all the local primary
schools, giving a talk as well as showing the pupils a film on how Fairtrade footballs are
making a difference to lives in Pakistan.

Meanwhile, Lasswade High School’s Eco group has begun the task of interviewing retail
outlets in the town to ask if they sell or use Fairtrade products or would be willing to do
so in the future. The local schools organised special activities for Fair Trade Fortnight
during the last week of February and the first week in March, when the Bonnyrigg Co-
operative store had a special display of Fairtrade products on offer.

Lasswade Primary has also set up a Fairtrade tuck shop as part of the school’s bid to  Robert Samson and Andrew

become an official Fairtrade school. Teacher Chris Rae said, "Our journey towards Marr, S6 students from Lasswade
becoming a Fairtrade school has been a really positive one. It is much more than just an
award for our school. It has provided the children with a really interesting and
meaningful context for learning". There are also plans to produce a Fairtrade cookbook at the school.

Martin Meteyard said, “I have been really excited by the response we've had from local schools. Children really seem to get the
Fairtrade message - they just know it's the right thing to do. Getting Fairtrade Town status will set the seal on that, and take us
one step nearer to Scotland becoming a Fair Trade Nation in 2012."

Spring clean-up

Once again we were treated to warm sunshine for our annual clean-up, which this year
took place on Saturday 30th April. We decided to tackle the walkway/cycleway from
the new Health Centre, leading behind new Eldindean towards Eskbank. Although the
route seemed surprisingly clear of litter at first, we managed to collect over a dozen
bags of recyclable and general rubbish in two hours. Our thanks once again to Willie
Reid from Midlothian Council who supplied us with litter pickers and bags, and came
along to uplift the rubbish afterwards.

Among the more interesting items we found were a large tarpaulin and five Tesco
trolleys, which we used to help carry the rubbish and which we then delivered safely
